Customized Technical Assistance and Tool Development: NICHQ collaborates with 
implementation specialists, data and policy experts from around the country to provide clinicians the 
input and assistance they need. A few examples include: 

•  State Fact Sheets: In collaboration with the Child and Adolescent Health Measurement Initiative 
(CAHMI) and the Child Policy Research Center (CPRC), the State Fact Sheets provide the most 
recent national and state-based data regarding childhood overweight and obesity frequency. 

•  Reimbursement: Real and perceived barriers to screening and treatment of childhood obesity 
can stymie any practice change. A group of COAN members came together with NICHQ staff to 
assess the issue and make practical recommendations. 

Publication & Communication: Disseminating the best ideas and innovations to a national and 
international audience requires us to share information broadly. In addition to www.nichq.org, most 
recently our collaborations were published in Pediatrics. NICHQ has also authored and co-authored timely 
white papers and monographs, most recently “Childhood Obesity, the Role of Health Policy.” The NICHQ 
Annual Meeting (Forum) and Obesity Congress is a major meeting showcasing the most innovative and 
promising approaches to improving healthcare for children.

NICHQ receives generous support from the HSC Foundation, Kaiser Community Benefit program, and the 
Robert Wood Johnson Foundation for our work in obesity programmatic areas.

NICHQ trains and supports physicians and healthcare professionals in advocating for 
environmental improvements within their communities. 

Be Our Voice: In May 2009, NICHQ received support from the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation to 
engage, train and support physicians and other healthcare professionals, particularly those in areas of 
significant need, to become effective advocates for environmental improvements in their communities. 

In partnership with the American Academy of Pediatrics, the California Medical Association Foundation, 
and the Robert Wood Johnson Center to Prevent Childhood Obesity, NICHQ released an RFA and chose 
eight communities to begin a recruitment, training and support program. The program is currently funded 
through May 2011.

Experts in organizational development, industrial engineering 
and quality improvement come together to assist hospital

systems, large provider groups, federal initiatives and statewide programs in process
redesign. By focusing on workflow redesign, enhanced communication strategies
and patient and family engagement, NICHQ has been able to assist organizations in
reaching their goals and achieving sustainable change.
